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CHAPTER V

A. Conclusion 

According to the findings and discussion above, the researcher can conclude 

three points as follows:  

a. The types of teachers’ questions mostly used by the two English 

teachers at SMA Free Methodist 2 Medan in teaching Reading Skills 

is Question of Inference. It is proven when in teaching learning 

process teacher 1 asked twelve questions and teacher 2 asked six 

questions. The teacher 1 is dominant in asking question to students in 

all types of questions.
