Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa: (1) biaya
pemeliharaan secara parsial memberikan pengaruh positif dan signifikan sebesar
38,4% terhadap Pendapatan, (2) Pelatihan secara parsial memberikan pengaruh
positif dan signifikan sebesar 14,3% terhadap Pendapatan, (3) Biaya Pemeliharaan
dan Pelatihan secara bersama-sama memberikan pengaruh positif dan signifikan
terhadap Pendapatan. Koefisien Determinasi yang disesuaikan (Adjusted R2)
sebesar 0,444 yang berarti variabel biaya pemeliharaan dan pelatihan mampu
memberikan kontribusi terhadap pengaruh pendapatan sebesar 44,4% sementara
sisanya 55,6% ditentukan oleh variabel-variabel lain diluar model penelitian ini.
Hal ini menunjukkan bahwa masih terdapat variabel-variabel lain yang dapat
menjelaskan Pendapatan.

This study was conducted to determine whether there is an influence of
maintenance and training costs on oil palm farming income at the Ppsks Rohul
Farmers Group in Rambah Muda Village, Rambah Hilir District, Rokan Hulu
Regency, Riau. This study uses a qualitative method, the population in this study
was 170 people. Data processing using the SPSS 25 program. The results of the
study showed that: (1) maintenance costs partially have a positive and significant
effect of 38.4% on Income, (2) Training partially has a positive and significant
effect of 14.3% on Income, (3) Maintenance and Training costs together have a
positive and significant effect on Income. The adjusted determination coefficient
(Adjusted R2) is 0.444, which means that the maintenance and training cost
variables are able to contribute to the influence of income by 44.4% while the rest
55,6% is determined by other variables outside this research model. This shows
that there are still other variables that can explain Income.
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
