CHAPTER 1

INTRODUCTION

A. The Background of Study

“A clause may be defined in the same way as a
sentences. It is full predication that contains asubject and a predicate with a finite
verb. There are two kinds of cluses; independent and dependent. The independent
clause is a full predication that may stand alone as a sentences; the dependent
clause has a special introductory word that makes the predication ‘depend’ on an
independent clause”. Therefore, based on functions, it is divided into three

dependent clauses. One of them that should be taught by an English teacher of



senior high school is about adjective clauses. Azar say that “it is a dependent
clause that modifies a noun. Likewise, it has to kinds, namely restrictive and
nonrestrictive clauses”. Nevertheless, when the students learnt it, they face the
problems which are caused by the lack of knowledge in grammar especially in
adjective clauses. For mastering it, the students need the comprehension about the

relative pronouns that describe a noun or pronoun.

The students’ dificulties at school can be various. One of them is the
learning attitude in the class that is different so that there are some students who
can receive the lesson easily and the other can not. Thus, their source difficulties
occur while they are receiving the lesson. As M. Alisuf Sabri said that the
students’ difficulty here should be defined as an hardship of students in receiving
the lesson at school.
