ABSTRAK
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Penelitian ini memiliki tujuan untuk menganalisis pengaruh dari variabel
pertumbuhan ekonomi, tingkat pengangguran terbuka, dan ketimpangan
pendapatan terhadap tingkat kemiskinan di Provinsi Sumatera Utara selama
periode 2018 hingga 2022. Data yang digunakan adalah data runtun waktu (time
series) tahunan dan data silang (cross section) mencakup 33 Kabupaten/Kota di
Sumatera Utara. Metode analisis yang dipakai adalah regresi linier model Fixed
Effect dengan bantuan software Eviews 12. Hasil penelitian menujukkan bahwa:
(1) Pertumbuhan ekonomi berpengaruh negatif dan signifikan terhadap
kemiskinan; (2) Tingkat pengangguran terbuka berpengaruh positif namun tidak
signifikan; (3) Ketimpangan pendapatan berpengaruh positif dan signifikan.
Selain itu, secara simultan ketiga variabel independen berpengaruh sebesar
99,18% terhadap tingkat kemiskinan di Sumatera Utara.

This study aims to analyze the influence of economic growth, open
unemployment rate, and income inequality variables on poverty rate in North
Sumatra Province during the period 2018 to 2022. The data used are annual time
series data and cross section data covering 33 Regencies/Cities in North Sumatra.
The analytical method used is linear regression with Fixed Effect model with the
help of Eviews 12 software. The results show that: (1) Economic growth has a
negative and significant effect on poverty; (2) Open unemployment rate has a
positive but insignificant effect; (3) Income inequality has a positive and
significant effect. Additionally, simultaneously the three independent variables
affect 99.18% of the poverty rate in North Sumatra.
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
