The objectives of this study were to find out 1) To find and explain the types of 

woman images occurred in M. Aan Mansyur’s short story Kukila, 2) To describe 

how the reflection of woman images in Kukila is reflected through some women 

characters and 3) To explain the reason why woman images are reflected in short 

story Kukila.
