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CHAPTER V 

CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION 

 

A. CONCLUSION 

Based on the research problem and the research findings of the data 

analysis, the conclusion can be seen as follows: 

1. Based on the analysis of this study, researchers concluded that there are 

five characteristics of habitus gay to characters in homicidal novels on the 

Wattpad app. Based on the theory of Gading and Marsih, researchers can 

answer research problems found in the online novel Homicidal, and the 

five characteristics of a gay person, namely Having no attraction to the 

opposite sex, Adoring the same sex, Obsessing and fantasizing about the 

same sex, Feeling jealous and cynical of suspected competitors, and 

Falling in love with the same sex.  They are Jungkook with five 

characteristics of habitus gay, Taehyung with two characteristics of 

habitus gay, Mr. Yang with two characteristics of habitus gay, Jimin with 

one characteristic of habitus gay, and Yoongi with one characteristic of 

habitus gay.  

2. The study also analyzed and identified reader responses. Based on the 

analysis of this study, researchers concluded that there are three types of 

reader responses in the online novel Homicidal on the Wattpad 

application. Based on the theory of Doche and Ross, researchers can 

answer research problems contained in the online novel Homicidal. And 
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the three types of reader responses are The Self-Deprecators, The Re-

Reader, and finally The Senser. They are one reader response with The 

Self-Deprecators, forty-three reader responses with The Re-Reader type, 

and eighteen reader responses with The Sender reader type. 

 

B. SUGGESTION 

Reflecting on the above conclusion, some suggestions as presented: 

1. It is recommended for students to enrich their understanding of the 

characteristics of a person who has a habitus gay in life at least once and 

an understanding of the type of reader response used by someone such as 

in online novels used by researchers. It can also be used to see reader 

responses on social media such as Instagram, Twitter, Facebook, and other 

applications. 

2. It is suggested for the researcher to add significance to evolution for the 

description as well as an understanding of the habitus gay and the type of 

everyday reader response. And for anyone interested in learning more 

about the habitus gay and the types of reader response that can be found on 

social media, it's important to understand how habitus gay lives and how 

others respond over time. It is also recommended that readers or other 

researchers use it as a source of more information when conducting future 

research on habitus gay and reader response types.
